Requirements (Ann)
1. Define what modules are in fold

2. Modules in fold do not depend on modules outside fold

3. Latest validated tag for all modules in fold work together

4. Link modules only for ext_ modules

5. Users on “main” for modules not modifying

6. If user makes changes to module on “main”, can move changes to branch
7. releases are source only not binaries 

Requirements (others)

1. Be able to check out repository from university easily
Usability

AFS dependency removal:

· Get rid of yam dependency on Release area (use db instead)

· Nice web interface for setting up local pkgs area (config, scripts, ACE, etc)

· Change tools + build system fo find pkgs locally

· Change to using pserver for CVS

Improve build system: faster, only builds what’s needed , etc.

b. Yam setup - mod

c. Working version of part of fold

(1.5) query if a more recent  validate version exists


make check cvs diff –r head (yam check)
